National Health Policy of Sri Lanka

2016 - 2025

Introduction

The health services available in Sri Lanka during 1950’s had been studied by a foreign
expert at the invitation of the then Government of Sri Lanka . This was the first
attempt in the history of Sri Lanka , to analyze the available service components to
design better heath futures . This report has been named as the Cumpston Report as
it had been prepared by the late DrJ .H.L.Cumpston ( C.M.G.,M.D.,D.P.H) the Director
General of Health Services of Australia in February 1950 ( Printed by the order of the
Government , at the Ceylon Government Press )

The legal framework for the Health Services in Sri Lanka , had been based on this
report . The following are the recommendations of the Cumpston Report;

Establishment of a separate department titled - Department of Health
The ultimate highest authority in the Department of Health should be a medical
man designated Director General of Health , who should hold the combined posts
of Head of the Department and ...

3. The Department should consist of three Divisions ; Medical Services , Preventive
Services & Laboratory services

Act of Parliament No 12 of 1952 ,“the Health Services Act “ ; was prepared according to
aforementioned recommendations of the Cumpston Report . According to the section 2.(
1) the Department of Health had been established and according to the section 3.(1)
the head of the department was appointed from the medical profession with the
designation of Director General of Health Services.

Other than the above legal procedures , a health policy had not been formulated for
the next 40 years ( from 1952 to 1992 ) The first ever National health policy of Sri
Lanka was formulated in 1992 . The said health policy of 1992 had identified many
policy issues pertaining to the Sri Lankan health sector . Some of those identified issues
are still prevailing even after two decades and the health sector has yet to identify
sustainable new strategies to overcome those issues identified in health policy of 1992

However the authorities mainly concentrated only on decentralization of the health
administration to the divisional level ; This decision of decentralization of Health



Administration was in par with the 13" Amendment of the Constitution of Sri Lanka (
1987 ) which introduced the Devolution of power to the Provincial Council system .
However the decentralization of Heath administration failed unfortunately , due to non
availability of experienced Medical administrative staff at most of the newly created
divisional directorates of health services .( DDHS system )

The next Government (1994 ) had appointed a committee , to revise the said policy
and formulate a new health policy . Accordingly a new National Health Policy was
drafted and approved in 1996 . This health policy is in existence for the last 20 years ,
without any revision . Even though several new directorates have been established
according to the health policy of 1996 , within the Planning Division and Preventive
Division of the Ministry of Health , no attention had been paid since 1952 to improve
the Curative Care Division which includes the Directorates of Medical Services ,
Laboratory Services and Dental Services

Situational Analysis

Sri Lankan Health Sector is in need of a New Health Policy and a new strategic
master plan ; the reasons are discussed below .

* The present Health Policy of Sri Lanka was prepared in 1996 and now , after
20 years, it has to be replaced with an updated policy

* Health issues which were not addressed by the current health policy , should be
tackled with new and different strategies

* Newly emerged and emerging health issues should be addressed with a new
health policy

* After defeating 30 years long Terrorism , Sri Lanka is looking forward for stability
and increased investment in health , and many new avenues are opening with
establishment of peace .

* The country has the potential to develop a health system on par with the best
in the world



e A change in the Health System is needed ; to minimize inequity and to improve
quality and safety .In addition the proposed change in Health system should be
able to respond to the needs and expectations of the new generation , and also
to accommodate the demographic , epidemiological and socio-economic transitions

This new health policy has been designed accordingly , in a systematic process over
three years ( 2014 - 2016 )

Firstly the situational analysis of each sub sector of health services was attended with
the experts of the sub sector, including the Professional colleges of each sub discipline
of Medicine & Surgery . Findings of these sub sector situational analysis ( technically
identified as background papers or position papers ) , are submitted under each sub
sectoral profile in the National Health Strategic Master Plan 2016 - 2025. (Vol I -
Preventive Services , Vol Il - Curative Services , Vol - Ill Rehabilitative Services and in
Vol IV - Health Administration & HRH = Please refer official web site of the Ministry of
Health - www.health.gov.lk - publications )

With extensive collaboration with all stakeholders , the policy issues identified are listed
in a separate document titled

{

National Health Strategic Framework for Health
Development 2016 - 2025 ‘ ( The said document is also available at the aforementioned
web site ) The specific strategies identified to implement with regard to each of the
identified policy issue , are also listed in the said document . ( The Sustainable
Development Goals relevant to the health sub sectors , are also indicated in this
document )

After completing the first step (the sectoral situational analysis ) and the second step (
preparation of strategic framework ) , the third step which is the preparation of master
plan was attended . ( The Master plan is a set of documents indicating specific
objectives of each sub sector , the major activities identified for each sub sector and
the expected out puts with verifiable indicators to monitor and evaluate the orogress
Please refer to documents titled as Vol | , Il , Il and IV in aforementioned website )

Finally , a summary of all said documents has been prepared , as the “ Broad Strategic
Areas and Major objectives “ , and presented at the latter part of this policy document
( The whole exercise of preparation of Policy , Strategic Framework ( = Policy tool /
Policy instrument ) and the Heath Master Plan is summarized in the attached pyramidal
shaped diagram



In other words , the problems identified at the situational analysis ( problem
statements ) have been transformed to objective statements ( as major objectives ) and
presented in this new policy , as guiding principles to develop a People Centred Health
System in Sri Lanka .

Policy issues identified in the Preventive Health Services

Although the Maternal & Child Health services had been extended to the level of
Village Health Centres , the active participation of Community , in maintaining their
health , is not adequate . Maternity care standards need to be improved including the
implementation of clinical governance in all labour rooms . Programe on Vaccine
preventable Diseases should also be improved . The safety of drinking water ( in relation
to Bacteriological & Chemical parameters ) is not monitored in most parts of the island
Issues pertaining to Food safety, are on increasing trends and should be addressed
with a comprehensive mechanism .

It is necessary to strengthen the health care delivery system to further reduce the
morbidity and mortality due to Communicable diseases . In this context , the Quarantine
and Migration health units should be vigilant of possible entry of diseases concerned of
international spread with compliance to International Health Regulations ( IHR 2005 )



.The Nutrition status of the population has to be ensured with a better coordinated
programme . The emerging problem of Chronic Kidney Disease of uncertain origin (
CKDu ) has to be addressed with a comprehensive plan of actions . As both Malaria and
Filariasis have attended the Elimination status , the surveillance activities should be
enhanced . Similarly efforts should be focused on elimination of Rabies from this island .
Leprosy , Tuberculosis ,HIV/AIDS and Dengue , need utmost attention with new
strategies in health care delivery system , to reduce the present threat imposed by said
diseases on population. As oral health problems are much prevalent , attention should
be focused on preventive aspects of Dental Services .

Estate Health ( Health of the Plantation workers ), Occupational Health and
Environmental health need to be improved to achieve better standards ; with special
emphasis on “ Healthy settings Approach “ ( Healthy Village , Healthy Market , Healthy
Work Place , Healthy Canteen , Healthy School ,etc ). It is also necessary to develop
mechanisms to minimize the health impacts of Climate change and Climate Anomalies
and to promote Green Environment / Environmental Sustainability . Special attension
should be focused on improvement of Health services in relation to the expanding
population groups , such as services needed for youth and Geriatric care for the elders

However more attention should be directed to reduce premature mortality ( less than
65 years ) due to Non Communicable Diseases . As Diabetes Mellitus , Cardio Vascular
Disease and Cancers account for majority of mortality and morbidity , separate
programmes should be implement the control and prevention activities

Policy issues identified in the Curative Care services

Comprehensive Cardiac Care facilities need to be established with equitable distribution (
eg. Cardiac Catheterization units ). Anesthesia , Critical care and Pain medicine are other
groups of services that need equitable expansion . Considering the Blood Dyscrasias (
Haemophilia , Thalassemia , etc ) the Haematological Services are in need of expansion
including Genetic laboratories , Bone marrow transplantation facilities and plasma
fractionation ( and also ensure adequate provision of quality assured safe blood and
blood products ) . It is the duty of mainstream health system to provide Palliative Care
to all patients who are in need of such care for them to live and die with dignity .It is
also necessary to expand the Oral and Maxillofacial Surgical facilities throughout the
island .As the present Neuro surgical facilities are limited to a few stations, mechanisms



have to deployed to improve accessibility for services without delay .Programe for
elimination of preventable blindness should be expanded with GoSL funds to cater all
needy patients in all corners of the country . Urological services has to be expanded in
an equitable and phased manner to serve the patients in remote rural regions . Ensuring
the delivery of comprehensive Accident, Emergency and Urgent Care services at all
levels of Health care to reduce preventable mortality and morbidity related to accidents
and emergencies is needed .As the Otorhinolaryngological ( ENT ) services are not
equitably distributed , a plan of action is needed to improve the access and coverage of
said services .As the morbidity and mortality due to Asthma and Chronic Obstructive
Pulmonary Diseases ( COPD ) are high rating health problems in Sri Lanka , a
comprehensive system of care has to be established .

A policy on rational and empirical use of anti microbial use has to be
implemented and infections in health care settings should be monitored . Health Care
Quality & Safety have to be assured through schematic review of OPD and IPD services (
assessing the experience of out patients and in patients ) A system has to be established
to improve the patient’ rights and their access to systematically updated information on
all public and private health facilities . There is a need to establish a centre for
information on medicinal drugs as proposed by Prof SenakaBibile in 1971 ( BMJ ).
Competent Emergency preparedness and response teams should be established with
customized out reach primary health care units to serve at the time of an emergency
and a disaster . It is needed to ensure the delivery of sophisticated modern bio medical
technology at appropriate care level ( with Health Technology Assessment - HTA ).
Clustering of laboratory services in hospitals should be established to ensure the equity
and efficiency while upgrading the Medical Research Institute as the reference laboratory
of the region . Special emphasis should be focused to ensure no stock out situations in
Medical supplies . The private health sector has to be monitored and regulated to grant
a quality service to the patients at affordable prices .



Policy issues identified in Rehabilitative Care services

It is a long felt need to establish a new division in the Department of Health to
collaborate the sub service components in Rehabilitative care . Under this new division
of Rehabilitative care services the following sub programmes should be addressed; Stroke
& Trauma care , Mental Health , Health of the Elderly , Health of the Disabled or
differently able people ,Clinical Genetics , Pulmonary Rehabilitation , Protection of
children from abuse, exploitation , violence and neglect , Plastic Surgery , Transplant
Surgery and Prosthesis , Clinical Endocrinology , Thalasemia and Haemophilia , Autism
and Neurologically defective children , Programe for prevention of avoidable blindness .
As most of these rehabilitative care components are isolated and not properly organized
the newly established Rehabilitative Care Division has a major role in distributing these
services equitably throughout the country .

Policy issues in Health Administration

Major reforms are necessary in several service categories in order to provide an
organized and standard care for the people . Since 1952 , the Curative Services (
including Medical , Laboratory and Dental directorates ) had not been expanded to be
in par with international standards . A new division identified as Curative Division has to
be established incorporating said directorates for efficient and comprehensive service
delivery . Similarly a Nutrition Bureau has to be established to coordinate the nutrition
programs as well as the Therapeutic Nutrition and research activities . Qualified
professionals need to be appointed to Healthy life style clinics island wide with assigned
catchment area ( similar to Medical Officer of Health - MOH system ) under NCD Bureau
of Ministry of Health . While expanding the services of Environmental & Occupational
Health units , a well organized new unit for Food Safety has to established under
Division of E & OH and Food Safety . A re-structuring of Primary level curative institutions
( Divisional Hospitals and Primary Medical Care units ) is essential to ( a ) ensure
utilization of DH & PMCU ( and avoid under utilization ) (b ) avoid over crowding in



secondary and tertiary care institutions and (c) to provide updated care package at First
contact with patient .

Considering the Human Resources for Health ( HRH ) , the Department of Health
should establish a new HR coordinating unit , which should have an accurate data base
on each category of staff and also the cardre projections , enabling the recruitment and
training units to plan the next intakes . Apart from planning & recruitment , the other
HR functions namely training , deployment , carrier development , professional
development , remuneration , rewarding , retention and succession planning , have to
be re —visited and a comprehensive HR system should be developed with a HR Policy
for Ministry of Health

Information and Communication Technologies (ICT) are used in many ways in both
preventiveand curative services and for management of health systems(health administrative
informatics, executive decision support systems and big data analytics). Use of ICT for health
care is known as e- health. The use of e-healthwithinor between institutions
requires interaction at(Contribution of/ Participation of) the institutional, jurisdictional and
global levels. Policy is the unifying factor of all these components. However, in the Sri Lankan
context, policy issues that need to be addressed in relation to e health are ; Networked care,
inter jurisdictional practice, diffusion of e heath and addressing the digital divide, integration
into existing systems, response to new initiatives (such as smart health, m health, wearable
devices and internet of things and new practices that results from new technologies),Issues
related to policy goal setting , evaluation and research, investment, ethical and legal
considerations. In addition , up to date, database linked with Geographic Information
System ( GIS ) in storing and analysis of health information in decision making need to
be strengthened . Human Resource Management and Access to Heath care , can be
analyzed in rational decision making in Health service development . At present, there
are various initiatives to promote e health in the health system. There is a need to develop
comprehensive ICT systems for clinical services, public health services as well as for supportive
services.

Policy issues in Health Financing

It has to be appreciated that all Governments since the independence ( 1948 )
were able to provide health care for all Sri Lankan citizens free of charge at the point
of delivery . As it has been the state policy of all successive Governments in Sri Lanka ,



this policy too , endorse and envisage the same policy and practice of free health care
for the citizens .

However , for certain major diseases ( up to now ) certain expensive medical
supplies had be purchased by the patients and this situation has created a financial
burden for the low — income patients .( Out Of Pocket Spending by patients )
Considering this situation , Hon Minister of Health Nutrition & Indigenous Medicine
DrRajithaSenarathne has proposed to provide such medical supplies by the Ministry of
Health ( egAnti Cancer Drugs , Cardiac Stents , Intra Occular Lenses , etc )

As options for Health Financing the following can be considered ; Public Private
Partnerships , Manufacture of Drugs locally , Allocating the idling ( non use ) time of
certain high —tech units and equipment of Govt. Hospitals , for the Private Health Sector
in terms of income generation for the Government

Guiding Principles

More specifically this is a patient and people centred health policy , considering the
concept of universal health coverage ( Equitable access to services by all patients |,
Equitable distribution of services to all patients , Quality service to all patients and
Financial protection of all patients ), assuring the patients’ rights and social justice .

Relevanceto thePolicy of Government of Sri Lanka ( GOSL policy )

The Government intends to improve the health service delivery systems in terms of providing
more accessibility to the community on an equitable basis with provision for meeting specific
health needs .
